Washington DC, May 22, 2008 – Ann Stretch, Program Manager for Travelers Aid at Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport, was named the Sandra Lee Fitch Volunteer Administrator of the Year at the May 15, 2008 annual meeting of the Northern Virginia Association for Volunteer Administration (NVAVA).


Ms. Stretch, an Arlington resident, has been program manager at the airport for 13 years. In presenting the award, NVAVA Awards Committee Co-Chair Maureen Andretta praised Ms. Stretch’s qualities as an exemplary volunteer administrator: “Her ability to make you feel special at whatever you are doing makes you want to come back and assist this organization with its primary mission…helping others.” The award is named in memory of Sandra Lee Fitch who dedicated her life to volunteerism and who symbolizes the professionalism and contribution of volunteer administrators.
